EC Ma Ndryshe wraps up the first phase of submission of letter-requests received from citizens
After a several months work in designing and developing of the idea, as well as in bringing into function and promotion of participation platform through social media in decision making of Prizren Municipality, on Friday, NGO EC Ma Ndryshe has concluded the first phase of submission of the letter-requests received from citizens.

Budget proposals, namely for capital investments, various complaints and incoming e-petitions through the online platform www.merrpjese.org, were addressed to the respective municipal bodies.

More precisely, on Friday, nine (9) proposals were submitted in the Municipality of Prizren for capital projects for schools, neighbourhoods and the city, which were directed to each respective department.

Proposals recorded with protocol numbers today in the Municipality and in the Directorate of Economy and Finances, are the following:

- Garbage bins (Hamam/Bazhdarhane neighbourhood);

- Construction of a sports hall (PSLS “Lidhja e Prizrenit”);
- Road and bridge construction (in Gornje Selo village);
- Replacement of water supply pipes;
- Pavement of a no through street (cul-de-sac) – (Tefik Qanga Street);
- Park arrangement (Besnik Muçaj Street);

- Nursing-home;

- The park in Dardania quarter;
- Road construction (former madrasah “Alaudin”)
All the letter-requests that have been recorded with a protocol number in the municipality were then addressed to the respective heads of directorates, to the Chairman of the Municipal Assembly (MA) and to the Information Officer at the Municipality.

Additionally, thirteen (13) complaints regarding various matters were submitted to the municipality, which then were addressed to the Chairman of the MA, Information Officer and to the respective departments, while complaints in relation to the stray dogs, in addition to the Directorate of Public Services (DPS), were also submitted to the Police.

Meanwhile, four (4) electronic petitions were submitted to the municipality, which were then directed to the Chairman of the MA, Information Officer and to the respective departments, where three (3) e-petitions were directly officially recorded at the MDE, such as:

- An informatics cabinet is requested for Gymnasium ‘Remzi Ademaj’;

- We seek labs in schools;
- To end the practice of collecting money from students for the purpose of physical security of schools. 

By this innovative form of communication the citizens’ requests and covets, EC Ma Ndryshe aims at raising their participation in decision making and, at the same time, in pushing municipal authorities to act in accordance with the directly expressed interests of the citizens.

The online platform www.merrpjese.org has been produced by EC Ma Ndryshe, within the “Raising participation in decision-making through social media” project and supported by UNDP.
